


APRIL 2025 KENDALL VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

The April board meeting of the Village of Kendall was brought to order April 14, 2025 at 5:30 pm by President R Martin along with board members B Solchenberger, M Prell, A Falkowski, and E Schoenfeld, with M Crneckiy absent.  Also present was PW Director Gruen and 5 visitors.
· Motion made by Falkowski 2nd by Solchenberger to accept the March regular & special meeting minutes. MC
· Motion made by Prell and 2nd by Falkowski to accept March Treasurer’s report. MC 
· Motion made by Schoenfeld and 2nd by Palamaruk to accept March bills. MC 
· Clerk’s report was given.
· No Public Works report.   
· Law Enforcement report was given.
· Public Comments – Charissa gave update on the Kendall Public Library year end review.  Library currently has 15,424 books, 812 audiobooks, 2,047 DVD’s, 31 newspaper/magazine subscriptions.  Total items circulated was 5,957, with 776 children’s items.  Interlibrary loans sent out was 3,999, interlibrary loans received was 3,052.  There is 448 registered users.  There were 4,160 library visits.  146 Programs with a total attendance of 1,571.  Operating income of $103,025 and operating expenses of $94,342 for the year. Chelsi Smothers wrote letter to request having chickens, with no objections from the board.

· Motion by Falkowski, 2nd by Prell to approve temporary amendment to Class B for Legion on 4/26, 5/3, and 5/17. MC
· Motion by Solchenberger, 2nd by Palamaruk to approve a conditional use fence permit for Brock and Jenny Nelson. MC
· Motion by Prell, 2nd by Solchenberger to put same size ad in The Visitor as last year. Same price as last year. MC
· No motion made on the Dan Wildes property.  Ruth Rupp stated her interest in buying the property.  Will get legal advice from village attorney.
· No motion made on shipping containers within the village.  Will seek legal advice to help draft an ordinance. Schoenfeld will make a list of items to be included in such ordinance.
· Motion by Solchenberger, 2nd by Falkowski to go into closed session. MC
· In closed session the Board looked over all applications for public works position.  Will meet with A. Roscovious to learn more about internship before making a decision on hiring anyone for position.  Board will pay Gruen his vacation/sick time accrued.  Clerk to make phone calls to WRS to see if certain rules apply after termination of employment with the village.
